How To Make a Round Tab Punch Fish!
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Supplies for project:

· Round Tab Punch

· ¼” Round hole punch

· Pumpkin Pie and YoYo Yellow cardstock

· Basic Black Stampin’ write marker

· Scissors

· Adhesive(I used the liquid glue)
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1. Using the Round Tab Punch, punch out 2 tabs of Pumpkin Pie cardstock and 1 tab of YoYo Yellow.  The second picture shows how many tab pieces you will need.
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2. Cut 1 of the Pumpkin Pie tabs from the side to the middle, as shown.  You are making the head and the mouth of the fish, so don’t cut to the middle of the point.  Cut both sides as shown in picture 2.  Picture 3 shows what you will have after cutting both sides.
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3. Cut the other Pumpkin Pie tab in the middle at points.  Picture 2 shows all the pieces you should have at this time.
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4. Take the YoYo Yellow tab, turn the tab so it is inserted on its side(as shown) and insert it back into the round tab punch.  Only insert the YoYo Yellow tab until the paper is just above the rounded side edges.  Then punch out one side, turn the tab around and punch out the other side of the YoYo Yellow tab.  Picture 3 shows what you should have at this time.
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5. Glue the head and “tail”, half of the Pumpkin Pie tab, together.  You could have a goldfish at this time, but let’s make it more like Nemo, let’s go!
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6. Put adhesive at the curved edge and add the YoYo Yellow tab punch-out.  Lookin’ good!
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7. Punch out an eye with your ¼” hole punch from the YoYo Yellow cardstock.  Then glue to fish head.  Use a Basic Black marker to make an eye.

8. Bend the little extra piece of Pumpkin Pie that you cut off from the “head”, this will be his fin, then glue on to his body.
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Ta-Da!  Your very own fish!  Try different colors to have a variety of fish.  Send me pictures of your creations at:
